· Public education and behaviour change campaigns to reduce littering and dumping
· Strengthening community-based monitoring and pollution response initiatives
· Research and data collection and information dissemination on marine pollution sources and impacts on marine biodiversity in Saint Lucia

Eligible applicants include:
· Local NGOs and community-based organizations (CBOs)
· Academic and research institutions based in Saint Lucia
· Government-affiliated entities with environmental responsibilities

Collaborative ventures involving partnerships with local community-based organisations and national or regional organisations, with a proven track record of project implementation in marine pollution reduction in Saint Lucia are permissible.
